Spiritual solidarity in family relationships is the sure foundation upon which the Church and society itself will flourish.” The program was originally instituted to bring families closer together, but since has been a principal method in parents passing on their faith to their children.  
Church family is another source of great support.  The church puts on a fireside or broadcast just about every week to help bring members together.  Often topics are chosen to inspire different age-groups and genders, and to really encourage better living standards.  They also participate in scouting, local charity events, and even publicly in social gatherings.

Service is a colossal part of the church.  President George Albert Smith said “it is not what we receive that enriches our lives, it is what we give.”  Mormons believe “when you are in the service of your fellow beings, you are only in the service of your God.” Service is frequently utilized as a way to open doors to their neighbors and friends, and maybe to spark an interest, at which point they turn to the missionaries.

Proselyting is huge!  There are over 52,000 missionaries serving in 162 nations today.  And that number continues to grow.  Sharon G. Larsen states: “you don’t have the power to make rainbows or waterfalls, sunsets or roses, but you do have the power to bless people by your words and smiles. . . You carry within you the power to make the world better.” There are many helping aids for missionaries such as Preach My Gospel, a manual used to comprise the four lessons (discussions).  Missionaries also use pamphlets, DVDs, videos, cassettes, and cards to help in the teaching process.  But the missionaries aren’t the only ones in search for investigators.  Member missionaries are the greatest source in finding the new converts and are the missionaries best bet in success.
