Meso-Level groups: Social units of intermediate size, usually large enough that many members may never have heard the names of many other members and may have little access to the leaders, yet the group is still not so large as to seem distant or the leaders unapproachable. If you do not know the leaders yourself, you probably know someone who is friends with the leader.

Macro-Level groups: Large social units, usually quite bureaucratic, which operate at a national or a global level. Most members are unlikely to know the leaders personally or ever have communicated with the leaders or know someone who knows the leaders.  The “business” of these groups is of international import and implication. Some research indicates that every person on the planet is within 7 degrees of relatedness to every other human being.  A macro-level system is one in which most of the members are at least five degrees of relatedness--that is, you know someone who knows someone who knows someone who knows someone who knows the person in question.
