Chapter 6

1. Ask your critical friend to describe a critical incident that occurred in his or her classroom and how it is related to his or her research question. A critical incident may be at the underbelly of a larger self-study inquiry although it is not the inquiry itself.

2. Conduct a beginning search of your research topic. Discuss the challenges you find in beginning a literature review and share the strategies you found most useful in your search.

3. Discuss some of pedagogical strategies you are considering for your research and how the data you collect might help you understand your inquiry.
4. Class Portrait

Design a visual and/or narrative representation of your current classroom situation and your practice capturing the academic, social, and cultural theater of your classroom, as well as your role within that context.

5. A Haiku Poem for Your Rationale

A haiku poem forces you to be concise, parsimonious, and articulate in a very short space. 

Write about your research topic and why you chose it in haiku form—that is, 17 total syllables:

· Five syllables on the first line of the poem

· Seven syllables on the second line

· Five syllables on the third line
