Activities
In class Student Activities
1. Design a poster for National Sexual Assault Month (April).  Have a few class members solicit ideas from the local Domestic Violence Shelter to see what services they offer to children.

2. As a group, determine what community resources are available to address the needs of adolescents who have been sexually abused. 

Individual Activities

1. Contact a local Nudist Club (Google for your area) and speak to a representative concerning their view of adult nudity in front of children? Ask how they screen their members, who may have contact with minors.

2. Research your local newspaper online for articles on local issues related to the sexual abuse of children.  What cases did you find?  Did the cases impact the local community?

3. Visit a few child care facilities in your community (obtain permission first) and interview the owner to see what type of screening they conduct on their employees.
