8.      Discuss what services are available for batterers and battered women who live in rural areas.  In your experience, have services in rural areas been an issue?

9.      Discuss the issue of confidentiality when working with victims and batterers in rural area. Why might confidentiality be an issue? 

 

10.  List 5 to 10 issues encountered by couples involved in same-sex IPV that are not encountered by heterosexual violent couples.
 

11.  Discuss the role of jealousy among abusive same-sex couples.

 

12.  What historical factors have interfered with military women’s claims of rape or abuse?
