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Chapter Summary
Disaster and terrorism do not happen to individuals alone, but to whole communities together. It is therefore necessary to address the clinical sequence of disasters, terrorism and the relief and development efforts that follow holistically, in social and cultural context. An international consensus has emerged on best practices for clinical work in emergency contexts. Placing the intrapsychic in external context is an essential feature of clinical social work theory and practice.
This chapter links clinical social work with contemporary international standards of mental health and psychosocial support, providing concrete examples of best practice in a multiplicity of settings.
