Internet Activities
1. Conduct an internet search for “Job Interview Advice.”  Visit at least 3 different web sites identified through your seach.  Identify 3-5 points around which several different sites agree.  Next identify 3-5 points where the advice on the website contradicts the book or another site.  What accounts for those differences?

2. Search for the term “behavioral interviewing.”  Visit the websites generated by your results and briefly summarize what behavioral interviewing is and why some prefer it to conventional interview questions.

3. Identify 5 industry specific websites that could help you as you prepare to enter a professional industry.  Locate one that provides general industry information, one for a company in the area in which you live, one that lists internships, one that provides networking possibilities for you, and one that provides general interviewing advice.  Summarize what you learn from each.

4. Try to use Facebook.com or MySpace.com to see if you can identify industry insiders that could help you as you search for a professional position.  Once you connect with one industry insider, see if you can grow that into multiple contacts.
