Chapter 26, Task 26.2 Using IBM SPSS Statistics 19 to build a simple linear regression model from the NILT data set
In this task you will use the NILT06teach data set to build a simple linear regression model of respondent’s age and how long they have lived in the area.

From the scatterplot in Analysing NILT 3 you can visualize that there is a relationship between the respondent’s age and how long they have lived in an area. The purpose of regression is to build a model that will enable you to predict how long someone has lived in an area based on their age. 

In the model the independent variable will be Respondent’s age [rage] and the dependent variable will be how long the respondent has lived in the area [livearea].

· From the Analyze menu select Regression and Linear.

· In the linear regression dialogue box place the appropriate variables under dependent and independent respectively.

· Make sure that the Enter Method is selected.

· Click on Statistics and select Estimates and Model Fit. Click on Continue.

· Click on OK.
