Subject-Based Self-Study– “A Missing Paradigm in Teacher Education”

Shulman (1986b) argued that “…the absence of focus on subject matter among the various research paradigms for the study of teaching as the "missing paradigm" problem. The consequences of this missing paradigm are serious, both for policy and for research” (p. 6).
