Presentation and Publication Outlets

You might decide to informally make your work available through a personal blog, a teacher listserv, website, and or professional network. You are encouraged to submit your research to a professional education journal. If you are interested in publishing your self-study research, you might choose to submit it to a popular and/or research journals. Samaras and Freese (2006) include an extensive list of resources for self-study including books, journals, topic related self-study, centers, related special interest groups, and conferences (pp. 129-161).
